The minutes of the March 17, 2011 Board meeting were approved as amended. 
Treasurer’s
Treasurer Craig Andrus reviewed the financial reports noting that all previous

members have renewed and the Association has two new members.  Account balances are on track and in keeping with previous years.

Motion:  Moved by Director Wildman and seconded by Director Kent to approve the Oregon Municipal Electric Utilities Association (OMEUA) recommendation of Scott Rosenbalm.  Motion passed.
Committee
Publicity and Education   Committee Chair Stuart Sloan reported that the 
Updates
Committee was very pleased with the turnout for the Spring Training which was 141 attendees.  He noted that the Executive Committee is now charged with planning and preparation of the Annual Meeting.  A discussion of the rotation of speakers for upcoming Spring Trainings was revisited, along with the discussion regarding certification of attendees. 


The Board also discussed a membership drive and by consensus agreed to renew a member drive by collecting a list of operators in the state and soliciting for membership.


Conflict Resolution   Chair Kent reviewed the proposed revised forms and procedures as recommended by the Conflict Resolution Committee for possible adoption by the Committee. (EXHIBIT A)  He noted that the Committee recommended an increase in the fees and a reduction in those fees to OJUA members.  The recommended changes also include an Optional Settlement Conference.  The Board discussed potential types of conflicts on the horizon. 


Motion:  Moved by Treasurer Andrus and seconded by Past President Lee to adopt the revised forms and procedures as presented. Motion passed.


Standards Committee   Chair Dan Wittmer reviewed the minutes of the May Standards meeting and addressed the following issues:

· Five year check-in form is final and is posted on the OPUC website.  



President Sloan asked that a notice to membership go out stating that there are  new conflict resolution procedures and the 5-year check in forms are available.
· The tri-fold has been corrected and will be posted on the website. 
· Violations on meter poles have been discussed.  Gary Lee and John Wallace have determined that before power hits the meter it is NESC, after the meter it is NEC, they are attempting to memorialize the discussion.  
· Letter regarding boxing the pole has been drafted and sent out asking for deferrals if both parties agree.
Director McGowan asked if there had been any discussion of a standard application form. Chair Wittmer responded that there had been but there were contractual issues.  A base template will be included in the new NJUNS software. It was recommend that if OJUA puts out a general form, the association should also make a recommendation to contact the company to whom you are attaching to see if additional information is required.  



Executive Committee Chair Sloan discussed the Executive Committee vacancy as a result of Diana Winchester’s resignation as Treasurer. The board discussed the succession through the chairs and that there is value in having been on the Exec Committee at least one year prior to becoming President. 


John Wallace recalled that at the OJUA’s inception during the original task force, it was important to alternate power and communication; however, now that the Association is established, the alternating positions are not as critical.  Tom McGowan offered that, while he didn’t feel it was appropriate to assume a leadership role without having experience on the Board, he would welcome more involvement in the OJUA.  He suggested that if a position was needed he would fill in, so long as he wasn’t elected President any time soon


Legislative Committee   Staff reported that as the legislature prepared to adjourn, there were several bills that were noteworthy.  First, HB 2327 which allows counties to charge fees for inspections within the right of way, had not re-emerged. The previous day, HB 2563 had been heard with testimony from PacifiCorp extending tax credits for solar, geothermal, wind and other forms of “green” energy.  That bill had passed out of Committee.  Staff will provide an end-of-session recap thirty days following session.

There was no old business.

New Business
Jeff Kent presented a request for subcommittee to discuss and suggest solutions for communicating found NESC conditions on foreign poles.  (EXHIBT B)



Motion:  moved by President Sloan and seconded by Director McGowan to form a committee to discuss solutions for communicating found NESC violations on foreign poles. Motion passed.
